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President’s Message

As I write this, it is one of the few really cold days we have experienced this
winter. The past week saw a 100-year record broken for warmest day in
February. Not sure we really need that condo in Florida for the winter
months. On cold days like this, I like to thumb through the many plant
catalogs that have been landing in my mailbox, and dream about next spring
and summer’s garden. Each year, I vow that in the next year I will finally
focus all of my attention on dividing and transplanting my existing plants,
but then the catalogs start pouring in with all of their sumptuous photos
and it seems that inevitably I give in and order more plants. After all, how
can one garden without a few of those really difficult to grow primroses that
no local nursery will ever bother to carry? Yes, I know, it should be easy to
do, but apparently it is not for me. And so it goes and I end up greeting each
spring with a few hundred tiny pots full of mostly obscure plants that will
usually struggle for life the entire summer.

But fortunately some of those pots on the driveway will be Hostas from our
annual plant sale. These are plants that will grow strong with little effort
and continue to put a smile on my face for years to come. This year we will
have some truly outstanding plants on sale thanks to the efforts of Jay
Stanton who has made some excellent selections from Bob Solberg’s catalog.
Bob will also be our speaker for the event so the meeting promises to be a
good one that no one will want to miss.

Later in the spring, we will visit the Cullerton garden for a joint open garden
event with Tri-State Hosta. Members will also be welcomed at Russell’s
Nursery where they can browse among a terrific collection of Hostas and
other perennials for sale. You will want to be sure to check out the A-Z
display of mature Hostas growing along the bank at the back of the property.
These were first planted in 2004 in preparation for the 2006 AHS convention
tour and they should be looking magnificent by this coming spring. If you
have a few Hostas in your own collection whose identities have been lost
over time, chances are that you will find them growing here with nametags.
You might want to bring photos to help make the comparison. Of course,
you may also see them growing in Walter’s garden before you even make
it to the nursery. Walter Cullerton has a superb collection of his own, artfully
planted on a lovely country site. So mark your calendars and be sure to
attend.

After our last meeting in November, the DVHS board met to discuss a
number of items concerning the future direction of our organization. At this
meeting, the decision was taken to withdraw our group from Division 2 and
join up with Division 1. At that time, Division 2 consisted of only two local
groups and was without divisional leadership. As a consequence, the national
association (AHS) asked that we consider either joining with Division 1 or
moving into Division 3. The decision to move to Division 1 was easy. They
have outstanding leadership under Carol Brashear and are the sponsors of
the annual First Look Convention where new developments in the
hybridization of Hostas are unveiled. Also many of our members are members
of the Tri-State Hosta Society as well.

The board also committed to contributing $1,000 a year for the next two
years in support of an AHS sponsored research project designed to “clarify
methods of transmission and understand the dynamics of HXV spread.”
This is an eminently worthwhile study, which deals with an issue important
to all of us. The total cost of the project will be around $40,000. Hopefully,
each chapter of the AHS will join with us and with Tri-State in contributing
$1,000 each year.

Finally, as David notes elsewehere, we have resurrected our website under
the domain name of delvalhosta.org. I encourage you to take a moment and
visit this site. Then let us know if you see ways in which we can make it
more useful and appealing.

Russell has graciously opened Russell Gardens
Wholesale, Churchville, PA, to DVHS and TriState
Hosta Society members. Russell Gardens Wholesale
was a tour garden for the American Hosta Society 2006
National Convention hosted by the DVHS. Their display
garden consists of four major borders (over 300 feet)
with over 800 garden-worthy plants, including more
than 250 hostas.

Pronouncing H. ‘Sagae’

At the June, 2007, DVHS auction I was asked how to
pronounce H. ‘Sagae’ properly. To keep the auction
moving along, I though it best to hold off on my response
and include it in an issue of the newsletter. Here is
information from an item I wrote in the Fall 2002 (Vol.
33, No. 3, p. 66) issue of The American Hosta Society’s
The Hosta Journal.

H. ‘Sagae’ was named for the Japanese city where it
was found. The Japanese pronunciation is Sa-ga-e.
Each vowel is heard and is a short vowel:

Sa aasin father
ga aasin father
e e as in bet.

Furthermore, no vowel is stressed. The final “e” vowel
gets as much emphasis as the two “a” vowels.

You hear many hosta aficionados say “Sa-guy,” with
“guy” being pronounced like guy, a male. The hosta
authority W. George Schmid offers this advice: “How
you pronounce a Japanese cultivar name is not as
important to your audience as their fully understanding
what hosta you’re referring to.”

My advice: If you say Sa-guy, don’t confuse your listeners
by apologizing that it’s not the correct Japanese
pronunciation. All that matters is they know what
hosta you’re talking about and if need be spelling it
correctly.

So with sincere apology to Ira Gershwin’s clever classic
sung by Fred Astaire and Ginger Rogers in the film
“Shall We Dance?”:

You say Sa-guy, | say Sa-ga-e.
Sa-guy, Sa-ga-e/

Sa-guy, Sa-ga-e/

Let's call the whole thing off.

While on the subject of pronouncing Japanese names,
I'll add that the other vowels are:

i as ee in beet
0 as o In over or boat
U as oo as in boot or book (a little of both).

Case in point: My e-mail address is giboshiwip@aol.com.
Giboshi, the Japanese name for hosta, is pronounced
gee (like in geek)-bow-shee; W.I.P. are my initials.

Giboshi, also spelled giboshi and giboushi, comes from
the name of the cap, top or finial of an ornamental pillar
or post on a bridge, which the shape of a hosta leaf
resembles. W. George Schmid used the name in the
title of his classic 1991 book: The Genus Hosta — Gibashi
Zoku. Zoku (zo-koo) means genus in Japanese.

APRIL 15 is HOSTA IRS DAY:
Reminder To Start Your Slug Abatement Program

American taxpayers are well familiar with April 15th,
That’s the day Federal income taxes are due to the
Internal Revenue Service, or IRS.

New this year, 'm launching April 15th as Hosta IRS
Day. IRS = Initial Reminder for Slugs. In the
Delaware Valley and surrounding locales, on April 15th
you should start—or better yet probably should have
already started—your slug abatement program.

Starting early in the season is foremost for any effective
mitigation program for these slimy mollusks. Too many
gardeners first initiate slug abatement when damaged
leaves are initially seen. But by then, slugs have had
a considerable head start in the garden... and it’s an
uphill battle for the remaining season.

Optimum timing is just before the shoots come up or
just as the leaf tips are emerging from the soil. April
15th—even somewhat earlier—is a great time to start.

Slug pellets are commonly used. Two kinds are available
to home gardeners, one containing metaldehyde and
the other iron phosphate. Studies indicate that pellets
with 3.25% or 4% metaldehyde are more effective than
pellets with 1% iron phosphate, best know as “Sluggo”™
in the States. Even so, iron phosphate pellets have a
good kill rate and are recommended.

For both kinds of pellets, there are four critical steps
to be assiduously followed.

1) Scatter pellets so they are 4 to 5 inches apart. If
closer, they are less effective. Do not apply the
pellets in piles.

2) Apply the pellets again three to four weeks later.
Keep in mind that, depending on rainfall and wa-
tering, they usually last no more than a few weeks.

3) Apply the pellets yet again about three or four
weeks later.

4) Apply the pellets still again (and maybe again) if
you see new damaged leaves or slime trails.

As to whether metaldehyde-containing pellets are
hazardous to pets, the answer 1s no... if you follow
#1 above. David Teager’s item, “Truthiness,” in the
Fall 2007 DVHS Newsletter (Vol. 16, No. 4) gives up-
to-date information on this misconception.

Slug baits are expensive, so some people skimp on using
them. Don't! Check out Kmart. Its KGRO® brand
containing 3.25% metaldehyde is considerably lower
cost than Scotts® Ortho® brand also with 3.25%
metaldehyde that seems to be the same product.

Other HOSTA IRS DAY Chores

April 15th is an excellent time to start two other pest
abatement programs: one for foliar nematodes, the
other for (black) vine weevils.

I'm not going to explain the foliar nematode problem
here; it’s too complex to be discussed in just a couple
sentences. The American Hosta Society has published
extensively on it; you can contact me for information.

Though hosta leaves usually don’t show visible, foliar
nematode symptoms until mid-summer, the best time
to start treating this serious problem is in early season
when shoots are just coming up.

The Federal EPA has taken the most effective chemicals
for foliar nematode mitigation off the market for home
gardeners. There is, though, a systemic organophosphate
chemical that is believed to have some nematodicidal
potency: “Di-Syston” with generic name disulfoton.
“Bonide® Systemic Granules” contains 2% Di-Syston,
which I'm told is the maximum percent permitted by
EPA for home garden use. Bonide product, however,
are often hard to find in the Delaware Valley. “Bayer
Advanced™ 2-in-1 Systemic Rose & Flower Care
Granules” also contains Di-Syston but only 1%. Bayer
products (in blue containers) are sold by many nurseries
and garden centers.

There seems to be no consensus on how effective
Di-Syston is for controlling foliar nematodes or how
and when best to apply it. There is agreement, however,
that a one-time light dosing of the chemical is not
sufficient and all hostas within a three-four foot radius
of an infected plant should be treated also.

My recommendation is a three-step program, the first
treatment on or before Hosta IRS Day:

1st Treatment

1) Water thoroughly the soil around clumps, extending
to the full spread of the leaves.

2) Sprinkle copiously the granules over the wetted
ground. For 2% Di-Syston, the applied area should
have a coating of the chemical about one-granule
thick. For 1% Di-Syston, apply twice as much
chemical, about a two-granule-thick coating; the
covering should look like a light “snowfall” or a
thin white frosting on a cake.

3) Spray gently with water to dissolve the chemical.
Di-syston does not dissolve quickly, so this may
take a bit of time.

2nd Treatment

Repeat above three-four weeks later.

3rd Treatment

Repeat above again three-four weeks later.

touches: each time it loads, you get a different hosta
picture (I think there are 15 or 20 options chosen at
random). Maybe an idea we could, ahem, utilize for our
own website. Imitation is the sincerest form of flattery.

In terms of information, the new website 1s well-packed.
At times the technical slant is a bit heavy, but there is
also much information for casual visitors or hosta
newbies. The society’s position as arbiter (but not ruler)
of all things hosta is clearly stated. Navigation through
the site is good: all the index topics on the left side of
the main page get repeated at the bottom of the topic
page. They may be a little sparse in their “links”
department, but they do at least have a link to the all-
important Hosta Library. And there is a special section

Also, in the summer cut off all leaves with symptoms.
Put them in a plastic bag, tie it tightly closed and trash
the bag. Do not add any leaves from infected plants to
the compost pile. Disinfect all tools after each cut with
10-15% bleach solution. [Editor’s note: This is also the
standard treatment to reduce transmission of Hosta
Virus X, disinfecting before moving to the next plant.]

In late fall trash all dead hosta leaves. Have your garden
clean of leaves in the winter.

As for vine weevils, remember your high school biology
class: eggs g larvae (grubs) g beetles, with the cycle
repeated the following years. It’s the beetles that eat
notches along leaf edges. But the larvae are much more
destructive: they voraciously feed on roots.

There is no insecticide available to home gardeners that
effectively kills vine weevil beetles (EPA again). But
there is one that has a very high kill rate for the larvae:
imidacloprid (“Merit”® is a brand name).

Imidacloprid is available as granules in large-quantity
bags for white grub control in lawns. Scotts® markets
it as “GrubEx® Season-Long Grub Killer” containing
0.2% 1midacloprid. Bayer Advanced™ labels its product
“Season-Long Grub Control Granules” and it contains
0.25% imidacloprid.

Imidacloprid is also sold in liquid form as a multi-
purpose systemic insecticide for sprayer and sprinkling-
can applications. Bayer Advanced has two products:
“All-in-One Rose & Flower Care” with 0.15%
imidacloprid plus an excellent fungicide and 9-14-9
fertilizer, and “Tree & Shrub Insect Control” with 1.47%
imidacloprid. Both are in a blue plastic containers and
readily available.

Follow instructions on the container. One application
early in the season should be sufficient for the entire
year. It’s essential to have imidacloprid in the soil before
the larvae become active. It takes about a month for
the chemical to reach full strength. So April 15th—
Hosta IRS Day—is a superb time to apply it.

Dynamite Plant Food™ Now Available At Home
Depot Stores

The Winter 2007 (Vol. 18, No. 1, p. 7) DVHS Newsletter
mentions “Dynamite Plant Food”™, saying it’s difficult
to find in the North. Not any more.

This slow-release granular fertilizer is now available
in Home Depot stores in the Delaware Valley. Some of
the packaging is a bit different than what’s been sold
in the South for years. The new, attractive, plastic
tubular container has a semi-hourglass shape.

I prefer Dynamite to “Osmocote”® and use the 18-6-8
Dynamite formulation in the green lid that’s designated
for foliage plants.

H. ‘Twilight’ PP

In the last DVHS Newsletter I mentioned ‘Twilight’PP
in an item on hostas offered by The Home Depot... but
didn’t have space for details. This attractive cultivar is
a sport of ‘Fortunei Aureomarginata’ with larger leaves
(10 inches long), wider creamy-gold margins and much
heavier substance. It was found by a Dutch tissue-
culture (TC) propagation lab in the mid-1990s. The co-
discoverers registered it in 1997 and were granted a
U.S. plant patent in August 2003.

H. ‘“Twilight’ is an excellent hosta deserving more recog-
nition. It probably is a tetraploid; that is, it has twice
the number of chromosomes as its parent—which gives
1t some noteworthy characteristics. I like it enough to
showcase a clump in a prominent bed in our front yard.

H. ‘Twilight’ is another example of a hosta that when
introduced didn’t have a stalwart champion with a wide
distribution network to promote it with hoopla. It came
into the States around 2000 via some U.S. plant brokers
with direct ties to wholesale growers in Holland.
‘Twilight’ sold itself based on its name—a great choice
in my opinion—and its commendable visual merits. For
many years it was helter-skelter available at mostly
so-called “garden centers,” not bona fide nurseries. Now
Walters Gardens, the largest wholesale perennial grower
in North America, sells it so it’s widely available.3
