New Test Kit Rapidly & Simply Detects Hosta Virus X

Bring Leaves To July 19th Meeting For Demonstration

My column in the last DVHS Newsletter (Spring, 2008)
concerned Hosta Virus X, commonly known as HVX.
This disease only infects the genus Hosta and probably
is the most prevalent of the viruses found in hostas.

HVX is mechanically transmitted by contact with virus-
infected sap and by plant-to-plant contact. For example,
if you divide or remove leaves or flowers from an infected
plant and don’t sterilize your tools in 10% bleach or
rubbing alcohol before cutting into healthy hostas, more
plants can become infected.

Much has been expounded (and compounded) about
this serious problem, first reported by Dr. Ben Lockhart
of the University of Minnesota in 1996. Enter “Hosta
Virus X” into an internet search engine and you’ll obtain
more information than you’ll want to read in one sitting,
along with dozens of pictures of diseased leaves. An
exceptionally good synopsis titled “Hosta Virus Myths”
by C.H. Falstad III of Walters Gardens, Inc in Zeeland,
Michigan,  and DVHS’s  Bi l l  Meyer  is  at
http://www.waltersgardens.com (follow Resources links to
Articles/Grower’s Corner/Hosta Virus Myths).

Mentioned in the Spring 2008 newsletter is a new
detection test that’s easy to use, rapid and inexpensive.
Called Agdia® HVX ImmunoStrip®, it became available
just a few months ago. Agdia, based in Elkhart, Indiana,
is highly regarded for its commercial in-house plant
virus testing services and do-it-yourself testing kits.

Agdia was a vendor at the 2008 AHS National
Convention in St. Louis last June, where it launched
its HVX test kit campaign. I attended the convention
and saw a demonstration of the test’s capability—and
I’ll say now that I was most impressed. Each kit
comprises a small see-through plastic bag containing
an extraction buffer solution and a special test strip
shown in the accompanying illustration below.

Walter was the first
TSHS president, so expect a large turnout and pot-up
a lot of plants for the BIG Auction.

October 11th is the first ever…HOSTA FAIR.
Montgomery County 4-H Center, Collegeville, Pa. Our
opening speaker is Dr. Warren Pollock, “Miniature
Hostas.” There will be a short slide show about our
display gardens and an ongoing slide show of hosta
gardens and DVHS events. Following the opening
meeting/speaker their will be multiple breakout sessions
and demonstrations covering everything from
Construction of Concrete Leaves and Troughs, Designing
with Mini-Plants, Growing Hybrids from Seed, Hosta
Disease Alert, and more… led by DVHS members and
invited guests.

Hosta Auction information
A significant source of DVHS’s income is from sale of hostas at our regular auctions (held at spring
and summer meetings). As we all know, hostas multiply happily, and many of us have a regular
need to dig and divide our plants. What to do with the extras? Bring them to a DVHS auction!
Whether it’s an old standby, something new to the trade, or a rare and unusual treat, we can always
find someone to buy it. Of course many of our members are on the lookout for the unusual, so be
generous with your special plants. As they say, dig early and often! Our volunteer auctioneers will
do their best to describe the plants, making the event very educational as well as fun.

For tips on how to pot up your hostas, see the Spring 2007 issues (V16.2) of the newsletter. Please
do your best to bring hostas in good conditions, with good root systems. Remember the Golden Rule.

Most importantly, do your very best to provide a proper name for the plant, clearly legible, on some
sort of tag or label. Our auctioneers may be smart, but they’re not wizards. (If you have a plant you
can’t identify, you could bring it along to see if someone can ID it before the auction.) It’s also
requested that you put your name on the back of the label, in case the auctioneers (or purchasers)
have any questions. Bring a comfy chair sit back, and bid! Also, bring friends! You do not need
to be a member to buy plants at auction.

For the July 19 auction, both DVHS and Tri-StateHS will be bringing plants, and splitting the
auction proceeds. This is an chance to share those special DVHS plants that others might want.

Pecan Bars
A popular choice at a recent DVHS meeting,
from Rebecca Boylan

Shortbread base:
1 1/2 sticks (3/4 c) unsalted butter
2 c all-purpose flour
1/2 c packed light brown sugar
1/2 tsp salt

Preheat oven to 350°F.

Cut butter into 1/2-inch pieces. In a food processor
process all ingredients until mixture begins to form
small lumps. Sprinkle mixture into a 13x9x2 baking
pan and press evenly onto bottom. Bake in middle of
oven until golden, about 20 minutes. While baking,
prepare topping.

Pecan topping:
8 oz pecans (about 2 c)
1 stick (1/2 c) unsalted butter
1 c packed light brown sugar
1/3 c honey
2 tbsp heavy cream
hot shortbread base (above)

Leave oven at 350°F.

In a food processor, coarsely chop pecans. In a heavy
saucepan, melt butter and stir in brown sugar, honey,
and cream. Simmer mixture, stirring occasionally, about
1 minute. Stir in pecans.

Pour pecan mixture over hot shortbread and spread
evenly. Bake in middle of oven until bubbling, about
20 minutes. Cool completely in pan, and cut into 24
bars.

Bar cookies keep, covered, 5 days at room temperature.
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The procedure is simple. Agdia brought to the convention
hostas known to be infected with HVX. I and others
observing the demonstration could not positively identify
the names of the hostas nor, most importantly, could
we detect any unusualness (i.e., viral symptoms) with
their leaves. The technician said these hostas were
“plain Janes” to reinforce that infected plants do not
have to be well-known varieties that are often mentioned
in the literature as being infected (such as ‘Gold
Standard’, ‘Sum and Substance’ and ‘Striptease’). And,
infected hostas do not have to
show any odd-colored blotches
scattered across their leaves or
odd-colored bands running
along the foliage veins, which
are the usual  tel l - tale
indications of HVX.

From one of the leaves, the
technician tore off a piece of
leaf about the size of a
thumbnail, opened the zip-type
closure of the bag and inserted
the sample in the liquid. The
bag was then sealed and the
sample was ground into the
liquid by placing the bag on a
flat surface and rolling a pen
hard across the leaf several
times, shaking the bag a couple
of times during the extraction.
“That is how Dr. Lockhart does
it,” the technician said, “but
other methods can be used to
extract the leaf sap.” Holding
the bag upright, the top was opened about an inch wide
and the HVX ImmunoStrip immersed into the liquid
to a depth that covered the area on the strip identified
as “Sample.”

We were told it might take 10 to 15 minutes to indicate
HVX. But it only took about six minutes for a black
line to appear on the test strip (see illustration),
indicating the presence of HVX in the leaf.

As I said, I was impressed: this is an easy-to-do rapid
test that’s reportedly accurate.

Five test strips cost just $27.50; 25 cost $105.00. Based
on quantity purchased, that’s about $4–6 for each test.
You can hardly buy a hosta—even at a DVHS auction—
for $4 or even $6!

At the upcoming July 19th joint meeting with the Tri-
State Hosta Society, there will be a demonstration of
Agdia’s HVX test.

Twelve test kit strips will be available. Bring your
questionable leaves for testing and also previously
identified, infected leaves for re-confirmation. There
will be a charge of $5.00 for each leaf tested. (Cash
requested.)
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Got minivan?
Shuttle drivers needed on the July 19

We need drivers, and vehicles that hold
5–7 people, to shuttle people to and
from the Cullerton garden from the
Geerling’s parking lot nearby, as there is
no parking at the Cullertons. Chairs,
coolers, auction plants, etc., can be
dropped off at the Cullerton’s first. The
Geerling parking lot is  0.3 miles from
the Cullerton garden.

If there are more than 12 leaves total to be tested at
the meeting, we’ll determine which ones seem most
interesting to test.

How to bring leaves: Initially disinfect your cutting tool
with a 10% bleach solution (one part household bleach
to 9 parts water). Cut off leaves in the morning of the
meeting or the day before; the fresher the leaves, the
“better” the test. Insert each leaf in a separate, plastic
bag with a zip-type closure. Seal each bag. Disinfect
cutting tool between each cut and after last cut.
I suggest you wear disposable plastic gloves; the type
used by deli handlers in supermarkets is suitable.

Dynamite Plant Food™ and Osmocote® Redux
In the Winter 2008 DVHS Newsletter I mentioned that
the slow-release plant granules called Dynamite Plant
Food™ are now being sold in Home Depot stores
nationwide. I now have found out that this fertilizer is
also being sold by many leading retail nurseries and
garden centers in our area. The container packaging
may be a bit different from what’s in the do-it-yourself
stores, but it’s basically the same product, though with
a somewhat different N-P-K ratio.

Not surprisingly, the Osmocote® people recently
introduced a slow-release granular fertilizer that seems
to be similar to Dynamite. Called Osmocote Plus, it has
a 19-6-12 formulation, along with the boast that it feeds
up to six months, which is Dynamite’s forte, instead of
only up to three months. Osmocote is manufactured
and marketed by a member of the extensive Scotts
Miracle-Gro family, so this product should be widely
available. If you use it, please let me know how you
like it. ß

I have a few “Hostas on the Internets” tidbits to pass
along. First, another Hosta forum has sprouted, this
t i m e  a t  t h e  v e n e r a b l e  H o s t a  L i b r a r y ,
www.hostalibrary.org. Don’t worry: at this Library you
can talk (or type) as loudly as you want! A quick glance
shows some big hosta names there, in particular a
number of the Fraternal Order of Seedy Fellows
(FOoFS, some of the folks behind the First Look hosta
competition). A nice section of the forum is specifically
for uploading pictures of conventions (and maybe other
garden visits). Note that you must join to view pictures.

Another interesting link: Don Rawson had compiled a
whole bunch of lists, sorting hostas into not only color
categories but other categories (puckered, twisted,
fragrant, glossy, etc.). Now Pieter Klapwijk (despite
the name, he lives in the Pacific northwest), has
uploaded them to a section of his own internet site:
http://www.pwk.resteddoginn.ca/hosta_list.php. Don (or
Pieter) doesn’t provide information about the selection
process—it’s clearly one man’s opinion—but still the
lists could be useful. Where most other lists I’ve seen
are rather limited in scope, Don’s lists go well beyond
the usual 100 hostas that pop up in most peoples’ minds.
Be sure to check out the “list” of “Deer-Resistant Hostas.”

I also tripped across a shopping-oriented link as I was
preparing this issue. Co-sponsored by the Hardy Plant
Society (Mid-Atlantic group), Chanticleer Foundation,
and the Scott Arboretum at Swarthmore,
www.plantsourcedelval.org gives you search functions,
by region (counties in our tri-state area), to find retail
and wholesale nurseries. Worth a look.
